	Airport and Transportation
	Portland International Airport (PDX).
The hotel is located in downtown Portland, approximately 20-40 minutes from the Airport.  

You have a few options for ground transportation to downtown Portland:
Tri-Met Max – The RED LINE train takes you from the Portland International Airport to downtown Portland.  Get off at the “Mall/SW 5th Ave” MAX station.  The trip takes approx. 38 minutes and requires an “All Zone” fare ($2.35/adult).  The MAX station and ticket machines are located near baggage claim on the lower level.  
Rental Car – There are many rental car companies on-site at Portland International Airport.  Overnight valet parking at the Nines is $32/day.  There is also a SmartPark Parking Garage located at 3rd & Alder.  The all-day rate is $12/day.  
Town Car – We recommend Avion Towncar.  (Contact: Shaw)  Their phone number is 503-516-9600; Email: sales@aviontowncars.com. Rate for Portland International Airport to Downtown is approximately $50, but these rates do not include gratuity.
Taxi – Taxis pick-up area is located in the center section of the airport terminal’s lower roadway on the baggage claim and departure level.  A one-way taxi fare is approx. $40-50.
