About Center for Companies That Care

· A national 501c3 not for profit dedicated to engaging employers in improving the well-being of individuals, families and communities
· Employers participate in community building programs designed and facilitated by Companies That Care. 
· Employer members of the Community of Caring are eligible to participate in community development initiatives such as AIM High. 
About AIM High

· AIM High is a long-term, structured, more-that-mentoring program that matches teams of employees with individual, minority, urban high school students to ensure they graduate from college, and are prepared for tomorrow’s workplace.

· As of 2006 the University of Chicago announced results from a long-term education study: Only 6% of Chicago public high school freshmen would receive a Bachelor’s degree by age 25. 

· AIM High is a 4-year mentoring partnership between Companies That Care, the Chicago business community and local high schools designed to help vulnerable urban minority Chicago Public School students defy those odds. 
· AIM High matches small teams of employee from participating companies with individual students in 9th grade to engage a long-term mentoring relationship throughout high school and college. 

· Student receive support in a number of arenas including: Academic, college-readiness, workforce development, community service and goal-setting

AIM High Outcomes
· 100% college acceptance: 100% of students who have graduated from the AIM High program were accepted to an accredited university.
· High Student Retention: 96% of students remain in the program for all 4 years of high school

· High Mentor Retention: 38 Chicago employers have mentored 15 students for 4 years.

· Outstanding Academic improvement: (Average 9th grade GPA: 2.3 Average 12th grade GPA: 2.98)
